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The experience of Lent and our progress
toward the empty tomb during Holy
Week contain some of the most spiritu-
ally nourishing services of the church
year. Annually, we remember the events
that marked Jesus ministry, and during
the next two weeks in particular, we fo-
cus our attention on histrial, crucifixion
and resurrection. Thisis more than an
annual liturgical procession; it isaper-
sonal voyage of faith.

Holy Week and Easter are essential com-
ponents in our church calendar that call
us to respond to the remarkable power,
redemption and forgiveness. To ap-
proach the resurrection without preparing
for this celebration brings to mind the
parable Jesus told His disciples about the
man who was invited to awedding feast
but did not dress up for the occasion.
How we prepare for something reflects
its significance for us.

| hope that you are looking forward to
Holy Week and Easter as atime to ex-
plore again the mystery of salvation. The
very different services of Palm Sunday,
Maundy Thursday and Good dramatically
combine to draw us into the story of re-
demption. Thistime can be agenuine
spiritua pilgrimage if we arewilling to
enter into the significance of Jesus pas-
sion; it can have alasting impact on our

faith as we walk with Him to the cross.
Please mark your calendars now for the
services and celebrations of this remark-
able season, and come journey with usto
the cross and into the Kingdom of God.

The
book itself contains empty pages that |
fill with reminders of what needsto be
done. On thefront cover iswritten:

“In the busyness of life, God calls usto
still waters, to quiet resting places, to the
simplicity of faith, and to the all-
embracing comfort of His love.”

|. Call to Order and Pastoral Concerns. Bob Rhoads called the meeting to order at 4:38 pm and opened with a prayer. He then reviewed
the extant pastoral concernsin the congregation.

I1. Minutes of Previous Meeting. Peter Loeb moved the January 2010 minutes be approved as they read. Virginia Reker seconded mo-
tion. Passed unanimously.

[11. Finance Report.

General Fund Financial Report: Bob Rhoads pointed out that there was an $8,000 shortfall for the month, caused by a combination of
the quarterly pension plan and insurance payments for the year. Carl Baker moved to accept the report as presented. Klaus Hintermayr
seconded motion. Passed unanimously.

Consolidated Fund Activity Report: Candy Olmer asked how the money in the Bazaar Workshop Fund will be used. Carl Baker ex-
plained that the funds are for covering major expenses associated with the kitchen. Carl moved to accept the report as presented. Klaus

Hintermayr seconded the motion. Passed unanimously.

IV. Senior Warden. Virginia Reker covered the following:

Bob Rhoads asked her to find out why the electrical bill for the church has increased approximately $400 per month. Appar-
ently theincrease is due to an increase in commercial electrical rates. Carl Baker suggested it may make sense to install solar panelson
the church — that over about 10 years they would pay for themselves.

Should the church have mail delivered to it rather than having a U.S. Post Office box? After a short discussion the Vestry de-
cided there are too many security issues to have mail delivered to the church.

It istime for Bob Rhoads to take a sabbatical leave. Action: Bob will complete a plan for a sabbatical leave by September 2010
for leave he will takein 2011.
